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A Woman’s Garden
Donor Naming Opportunities
Phase I

The Poetry Garden
A major hardscape feature located on the west side of the garden. It is a four-sided limestone structure with no ceiling. A balustrade at the top of the structure affords viewing from above at the east-west axis walk of the Terrace Garden. Also, entrances on the north and south sides permit walking through the garden on a gravel path. Greenscape is created by numerous plantings in the center and climbing roses along the walls.

The Pulpit Garden
A heart-shaped viewing area overlooking both Phase I and Phase II, The Pulpit is a magnificent limestone structure with bluestone flooring. It is reached by cured pathways from either Phasse I or Phase II – the paths bordered by ferns, hydrangeas, German Bearded Iris and Crinum lilies.

Phase II

The Genesis Garden
A wellspring and inspiration for the entire garden – both a sanctuary and a source. The Symbol of the life force, the beginning, the essence of life. Secluded by a bowl scalloped into the landscape, this garden offers a calming space for contemplation. Dawn Redwoods tower above Maidenhair Ferns – the seeping spring represents the source of life-giving waters.
The Cistern
Constructed of rough old stone, the Cistern, located at the western edge of The Rockery, receives the water which flows beneath the Bridge and along the Rockery. The water pours through a trough, splashed into the swale and is then recirculated.

The Rockery
This garden has the distinction of being the steepest in the Arboretum and can be seen from above and below. Its cliff faced strata of natural patina limestone provides 140 linear feet of hanging gardens. Beginning beneath the Bridge, the upper portion of the garden display is dedicated to sun-loving blooming wetland plants. Traversing down the rugged limestone boulders in the shade of tall oak trees, the creek bank is inner planted with shade loving mixed perennials. The west edge of The Rockery marks the terminus of a series of five distinct garden spaces situated along the stream. 

The Bride’s Walk
The walk leads north from the Genesis Garden to the Gazebo in the Boswell Garden. Passing through a grove of Dawn Redwoods, a woodland of maples interspersed with Gingkos emerges. On the east side of the walk, the view is screened by a hedge of evergreen oakleaf holly. The close proximity of the hedge to the walk provides a background for portrait type photography. The woodland floor is covered with a profusion of camellias, bulbs, Virginia sweetspire and chokeberries. 

The Loop
The pathway from the East entry gently guides one down the hillside to the brookside below. The traverse is highlighted by a coppice of Paper Barked Maples and Dwarf River Birch as the pathway loops downhill to follow the brook leadaing to The Bridge. The exfoliating bark of the trees in this garden is of special interest as one passes through the woodland maze.

Maidenhair Falls View
Enter on a bark path immediately after crossing The Bridge, a secluded alcove with a stone bench to view the waterfall 
surrounded by Bald Cypress, Dawn Redwoods and Japanese Maple amid a floor of hostas, ferns, and ginger.

Angel’s Gate
North of The Genesis Garden approaching The Bride’s Walk, a collection of Persian Ironwood trees, Glowing Embers and Halo Hydrangeas, Lenten Rose and Japanese Maples.

Mariposa Crossing
Located adjacent to the Bride’s Walk, a collection of summer through fall.
